Biography Book Project

· This month, you will read a biography about a famous person. A biography is a true story about a person’s life written by someone else. You should try to select someone that you do not know very much about and someone that you are interested in. 

· Your project will include a timeline, an oral presentation, and a visual aide (something for the audience to look at). 

· Before you begin reading your biography, preread the timeline rough draft page so that you are aware of the information you will need for your rough draft. 

· Your assignment will be to write a rough draft for your timeline using the attached rough draft page. You must hand in your rough draft for review before writing your final timeline. 

· The final timeline will be done in book form as illustrated on the attached page. Materials for the book will be provided in school once your rough draft has been approved.

· Your timeline must include:

- title page

- colorful illustrations on each page that match the written 

  information


- complete sentences

**Spelling, capitalization, and punctuation should be correct. Neatness

is important. 

Oral Report:

· You will present your timeline book and your biography sculpture.

· The oral report should last approximately three minutes.

· Your oral report should be well planned and rehearsed. 

Visual Aide: This is the FUN part!
· You will be creating soda bottle sculptures. Save either a one or a two-liter soda bottle to use as the body of your famous person. You will need to fully decorate both the head and the body at home to closely resemble your famous person. You may want to “weight down” your sculpture so it will not be tipsy by placing a few heavy, disposable items inside before decorating. Sand, pebbles, or marbles would work well.
